•	Earliest date that colleges may 

acknowledge applications.

February 1, 2012
•	Applications received and paid for on 

or before this date will be given equal 

consideration by the colleges. 

 

Note: Applicants are encouraged to apply 

before this date as website volumes are 

at their highest at this time. This is not a 

deadline for submitting applications. After 

this date, applications are still processed, 

but are considered by the colleges on a 

first-come, first-served basis.

Offer
February 1, 2012
•	Earliest release of offers by the colleges 

to applicants. Offers will continue to be 

issued until programs are filled or wait-

lists are established.

 
Accept
February 1, 2012
•	Earliest date that applicants may confirm 

an offer of admission. 

 

Note: Applicants who do not have the 

entrance requirements may be notified 

that they do not qualify for admission at 

any time during the application process.

May 1, 2012
•	Applicants must confirm their acceptance 

of an offer of admission to their chosen 

program through ontariocolleges.ca 

	 by this date. Each college will determine 

the due date to confirm offers made 

after May 1, 2012. Check your offer 

communication for details.

June 15, 2012
•	Earliest date that colleges may require 

payment of tuition fees.
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Data files are due at Ontario College 
Application Service (ocas.ca), by the dates 
specified below. Data transmissions are 
supplied to OCAS by the high schools.  

October 11 - 14, 2011
First data transmission

Demographics, marks history, current and 

projected registration due. OCAS requires 

marks history for all courses (grades 9, 10 

and 11).

November 18 - 23, 2011
Second data transmission

First semester mid-term marks due with 

this transmission. Schools may send 

interim marks for full-year courses as soon 

as they are available, in a subsequent 

electronic update.

February 10, 2012
Third data transmission

Final first semester marks and currently 

enrolled second semester courses for 

semestered schools, as well as interim 

marks for non-semestered schools. 

Note: The S1 record (Demographic Data) 

and G1 record (Grades Data) are mandatory 

with each transmission. In cases where 

January graduates have been retired 

from student information systems, we 

still require their final marks and proof 

of graduation in the February data 

transmission.

April 23 - 27, 2012
Fourth data transmission

 

Mid-semester marks for semestered schools 

and updated interim marks for non-

semestered schools.

July 6, 2012
Fifth data transmission 

 

Second semester final marks and proof 

of graduation for semestered schools and 

final marks and proof of graduation for 

non-semestered schools. 

August 24, 2012
Sixth and final data transmission

Second semester final marks (and/or 

summer school final marks, if applicable) 

and proof of graduation for semestered 

schools. For non-semestered schools 

the data consists of final marks (and/or 

summer school final marks, if applicable) 

and proof of graduation.

Application Processing  
Fee ($95)
The $95 application processing fee applies 

to your application. This fee covers all 

college and program choice changes made 

to the original application for programs 

beginning August 1, 2012 through to  

July 31, 2013.

This fee also covers secure online service, 

email notifications, imaging of paper 

documents, infrastructure for the online 

transcript request services, new systems 

development, staffing and contact centre 

support, including extended hours during 

the peak application period.

Applications submitted without the 

application processing fee will not be 

forwarded to your college choice(s). The 

date the payment is received will be 

considered as the date your application 

is received.

There are no exemptions from this fee. 

Other fees may apply depending upon the 

type of applicant you are.

The Application Process
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College and Program 
Selection
Select up to five programs with no 

more than three program choices at any 

one college. Colleges will give equal 

consideration to all program choices 

listed. Be sure to list your choices in 

order of preference. The colleges use this 

information for statistical purposes.

Returning to a College 
Program
If you previously attended a college 

program and have been away for a period 

of time, and now wish to return to the 

same program at the same college, contact 

the college admissions office for details on 

how to apply. 

Applicants With Special 
Needs
Colleges attempt to provide reasonable 

support services for students with special 

needs (for example, learning disability, 

physical disability). Contact the Special 

Needs Office at the individual college(s) to 

explore the services available to you. Early 

identification of your needs will help make 

the transition to college a smooth one.

Your high 

school will send your transcripts to 

ontariocolleges.ca for you.

Ontario High School Graduates / GED 
Holders
Make arrangements to send your Ontario 

high school transcript and/or GED test 

results to ontariocolleges.ca. 

If your high school participates in the 

electronic transcript process, you will 

be prompted to request your high 

school transcripts as part of your online 

application (A fee may apply). If your 

school does not participate, contact the 

high school you last attended and request 

that one official transcript be mailed to 

ontariocolleges.ca. (Applicable transcript 

fees are set by individual schools.)

Ontario College / University 
Graduates / Students
Request official transcripts by completing 

the online transcript request as part of your 

online application. (Paper transcripts not 

accepted.)

Out-of-Province Students (Outside of 
Ontario-Within Canada) 
Request that your out-of-province high 

school, college, university or other transcripts 

be forwarded to ontariocolleges.ca by your 

previous school.

Out-of-Canada / Internationally 
Trained Immigrants
Depending upon the program to which 

you apply, an international document 

evaluation may be required. Further details 

will be sent to you once your application is 

received at ontariocolleges.ca. Check your 

applicant dashboard for more information.

If you are applying to a program taught 

in English, and if English is not your first 

language, proof of English proficiency  

is required.

Also required, is a photocopy of your 

Record of Landing or other immigration 

document that shows proof of your 

residency status.

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Types of Financial Assistance
Bursaries 
Cash award or equivalent, based primarily 

on financial need, but academic standing 

may also be considered. Repayment is not 

required.

Scholarships 
Cash award or equivalent granted for 

educational expenses. It is usually based 

on academic achievement, although 

financial need may also be considered. 

Recipients are selected according to criteria 

established by the donor. Repayment is not 

required.

Grants  
Cash award or equivalent given to a 

student or potential student to help that 

person continue his/her studies.  

Repayment is not required.

Loans  
Monies that must be repaid.

Sources of Financial 
Assistance
For most sources of financial assistance, 

applicants must meet certain citizenship, 

residency and program requirements. 

Application deadline dates vary. Confirm 

specific information with the individual 

organizations.

Ask Your College
The college you plan to attend may 

offer grants, loans and/or scholarships. 

For information about scholarships and 

bursaries offered by individual colleges, 

contact the colleges’ Financial Aid Offices or 

visit their websites.

Ontario Student Assistance Program 
(OSAP)

•	Assists qualifying full-time and part-time 

students from Ontario. 

•	Apply as early as possible, after you 

receive an offer of admission. You should 

submit your OSAP online application at 

least 10 weeks before classes begin.

•	There is no charge for applications filed 

through the OSAP website. An application 

fee applies for students filing paper 

applications. Paper application forms can 

be downloaded from the OSAP website.

How to Pay Your Application Fees
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Advanced Standing
By meeting special admissions criteria, an 

applicant may be eligible for admission 

directly into the second or subsequent 

semesters of a program. Criteria varies 

from college to college. Contact the college 

directly for additional information and/or 

testing.

Dual Credits
Selected Ontario high school students can 

earn up to four college or apprenticeship 

credits while still in high school. Courses 

count towards both their high school 

diploma and a postsecondary program 

to which the credit applies. Dual credits 

give students the opportunity to sample 

postsecondary education, work in college 

labs, experience a new environment and 

build their confidence at no cost. 

Note: These courses can be used to 

provide secondary and college credits but 

will not provide applicants with preferential 

treatment in admission decisions.

General Education 
Development (GED)
An international testing program for adults 

who have not been able to complete high 

school. It is a series of tests that measure 

knowledge and academic skills against 

traditional high school graduates. For more 

information, visit www.ilc.org/ged. 

Highly Competitive Program
This refers to a program for which the 

number of qualified applicants exceeds 

the number of seats available for the 

fall start date. These programs normally 

do not accept applications after the 

February 1 equal consideration date 

(for fall enrolment). A listing of highly 

competitive programs can be found at:

High School Applicant
Students taking one or more high school 

level courses through day school, night 

school, summer school, adult education, 

continuing education or correspondence 

between September 1, 2011 and  

August 31, 2012.

Terms and Definitions
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Mature Student
Mature students are those applicants 

who are 19 years of age or older by the 

first day of college and do not have a 

high school diploma (OSSD or OSSC) or 

GED (General Education Diploma). Mature 

students are still required to complete 

course prerequisites and are encouraged 

to contact the college regarding the mature 

student admission process. Note that the 

colleges, not ontariocolleges.ca, determine 

if you are eligible for mature student 

status. (Note: If you completed high 

school, even decades ago, you will still be 

considered a high school graduate.)

Prerequisite
A specific course or admissions test that is 

required in order to qualify for admission 

and/or selection to a program.

Prior Learning Assessment 
and Recognition (PLAR)
Individuals with significant work and/or 

life experience can have their skills and 

knowledge assessed for course credits 

toward a college certificate or diploma. 

Contact the college directly for additional 

information and/or testing.

Specialist High Skills Major 
(SHSM)
The Specialist High Skills Major is a 

Ministry-approved specialized program 

that allows a student to focus his/her 

learning on a specific economic sector 

while meeting the requirements for the 

Ontario Secondary School Diploma (OSSD). 

The SHSM includes industry-specific 

training, opportunities to reach ahead to 

postsecondary and may include a dual 

credit.

Transfer Credit
Transfer credits from other postsecondary 

educational institutions are considered 

on a per-course basis. Transfer credits will 

be granted where, in the opinion of the 

college, the work covered is equivalent in 

content or objectives to the corresponding 

course of study. Contact the college directly 

for additional information.

Terms and Definitions (Continued)
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Certificate
Certificate programs require the completion 

of two semesters (or one year) of study, 

as approved by the Ministry of Training, 

Colleges and Universities.

Diploma (Regular/Advanced)
Regular diploma programs require the 

completion of at least four semesters 

(or two years) of study, as approved by 

the Ministry of Training, Colleges and 

Universities. An advanced diploma is 

granted after six semesters  

(or three years).

Co-op
Scheduled periods of employment in 

related industries within the academic year 

help co-op students connect in-school 

training with real work experience. These 

placements are typically paid positions and 

are usually a requirement for graduation. 

Also offered are unpaid field placements, 

work terms and internships.

Graduate Certificate
Building on knowledge and experience 

gained through previous postsecondary 

study, graduate certificates require a 

college certificate or diploma, or university 

degree for admission. Co-op options may 

also be available for these programs.

Bachelor’s Degree
Four-year academic programs offering the 

best of both worlds — experience gained 

in practice and insight found with the help 

of theory. 

Joint College-University 
Programs (Collaborative)
Collaborative programs offer the 

combination of hands-on learning that 

colleges are known for with the more 

theoretical approach of university studies. 

Students may earn either one or two 

credentials—one from the college and/or 

one from the university.

Apprenticeship
A great way to obtain practical experience 

and skills, apprenticeship programs devote 

75 to 90 percent of their learning time to 

on-the-job training and the remaining time 

to classroom instruction. Apprentices are 

paid for the work they do and become 

certified in their trade after completing 

requirements set by the province.
